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Over the past five months, I have made a number of public presentations to the Board on the related topics of ICLEI/U.N. Agenda 21/Local Agenda 21/Sustainability. To date, I have not received a single, formal reply from the Board acknowledging, denying, or refuting the facts contained in these presentations.  Excuse me if I therefore conclude that you consider the material factual, not in dispute, and that you have no counter factual position to offer.
As these topics have been brought to the attention of the public by myself, the Jefferson Area Tea Party, and other concerned citizens, other voices in the community have spoken on behalf of the Thomas Jefferson Planning District Commission and its $999,000 H.U.D. funded project to implement its “1998 Sustainability Accords”  This goal would bring to fruition such goals as: “To maintain a population composition that does not reduce the sustainability of the Region…to be measured by the distribution of population according to age, race/ethnicity, income/personal wealth, education, and employment status.”  Apparently the BOS is untroubled by such goals taken in Mr. Jefferson’s name by groups hoping to cloak with his mantel  goals which represent the antithesis of Mr. Jefferson’s.
A recent presentation by the head of a local population-rationing organization addressed the /Charlottesville City Council is illustrative of the tactics used by those who have come out supporting ICLEI and the TJPDC grant.  Bereft of any factual or logical argument, he resorts to creating his own words to put into the mouths of others, creating his personal straw men, which he then refutes by sophomoric name calling. He describes the Tea Party as “menaced by the modern world” but then goes on to display his own Malthusian-based fears and insecurity by lecturing us with his own elitist: “there must be changes from the ways our citizens and communities 
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have operated over the past hundred years.”   I believe that F.A. Hayek would have described this behavior as fitting the “Fatal Conceit.” I describe it in the same words used by the speaker in his presentation: “reckless, insulting, and perverse.” 
The Board will undoubtedly receive numerous communications from groups and individuals responding to their own calls to action, urging you to disregard the factual evidence laid forth before you these past months.  I can only urge you to please evaluate the factual content, the reasoning or lack of it, and not the tally of one group over the other.
You were all elected on the basis of your public statements and the perception by the public of your character and moral integrity.  You were elected to be representatives, to make decisions, and not to follow the populist clamor. You were elected to do the difficult and make tough choices, even at the risk of your own political careers.  You were elected as guardians of the public trust, and to uphold the principles of our United States Founding Fathers.
What would Thomas Jefferson say? I do not know. 

He did say: “It is error alone which needs the support of government.  Truth can stand on its own.” 
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
